 Drink more water challenge (WCR2) 
 
Ask learners to set a daily water intake goal for 
themselves based on their age, weight and 
activity level. You can use an online hydration 
calculator to help determine the goal. 
 
Discuss as a class how they can establish new 
hydration habits by incorporating water breaks 
into their daily routines.  
 
For example, they can drink a glass of water 
when they wake up, before meals, and before 
and after exercise. Or, incorporating fruit or 
herbs into their water or using a water-
tracking app. 
 
Challenge the class to meet their daily water 
intake goal for the next week.
